B. Each Band/Ensemble must appoint a Band Contact Person to register and communicate on their behalf..
C. You may choose between performing in a Headline or General Performance slot. 
Definitions:
-HEADLINE PERFORMANCE -Evening Live Band and Acoustic Ensemble performances on Stage 1. Sets to consist of at least 60% Woodstock '69 content and 40% related music of the period. Bands may do a complete cover set, e.g., Hendrix, Joplin, Cocker, etc. 
-GENERAL PERFORMANCE - Daytime Live Band performances on Stage 1 and Acoustic Ensemble performances and Stage 2. Sets may consist of any popular music of all genres​, a sprinkling of late 60's to early 70's music is encouraged, but not essential.

STAGE & SOUND RULES
THE EVENT
The RIVERSTOCK MUSIC FEST is a major annual outdoor Rock Concert based on the famous WOODSTOCK 69 Music Festival. It's a three day music celebration encompassing all popular music genres and is staged in the Moorook Riverstock Park on the banks of the Murray -opposite the Moorook and District Club, Loxton /Kingston Road, Moorook. The concert features non-stop live music from the Friday evening through till  late on the Sunday afternoon. 
REGISTER ON ARRIVAL
All musicians to sign-in and collect their stage security passes at the WWClub Info Booth on arrival. Access to the stages and music gear storage areas are strictly by security pass holders only. 
THE CONCERT STAGES
There are two concert stages, being:  

Stage 1: The main stage, this accommodates the Live Bands and some acoustic headline performances. Stage Right Sound provides the PA and Sound Techs.
Stage 2: The smaller stage, this accommodates Acoustic Ensembles performances only. Trevor Philby Sound provides the PA and Sound Techs.
STAGE MANGEMENT
The WWClub Riverstock Events Unit manages all of the music aspects of the Concert. The Management team is made up of:

BACKLINE GEAR
Stage 1 
Gear Supplied- PA, Mics, DIs, Guitar Amps, Bass Rig, Keyboard, Drumkit, Guitar Leads, Guitar Rackstands, Stage Lighting, Drum Riser and Music Stands.
Musicians supply their Own Instruments -Guitars, Bass Guitars, Wind Instruments ,etc.
Additional Backline Gear -Musicians wishing to provide additional  backline gear such as Keyboards, Amps, Drum add-on bits, Mikes, etc., must inform  the Events Manager when registering the band for the gig.
Stage 2
Gear Supplied -PA, Mics, DIs, Bass Amp, Music Stands, Guitar Stands, Stools, Snare Drum,  Hihat and Drum Stool.
Note: Acoustic Guitars to be used only, no effects pedals permitted. Drummers to use brushes only.
STAGE
WWC prides itself on running a tight and efficient schedule on stage, free of delays, we are there to entertain the audience, we want them back for more!
· Be prompt in setting-up on stage, if your band causes a delay on stage, you're set will be shortened to suit, if the delay is caused by the Stage Crew or their equipment, you will be allocated extra time to complete your set.  

· Guitarists must tune-up backstage and also be familiar with the amp settings prior to performing, this can be done during the initial set-up time. 

· Drummers may provide their own symbols, hihat, footpedal/s, stool and snare. It is preferable to have items attached to their stands prior to going on stage.
· Keyboardplayers must inform the Events Manager as to whether they're supplying their own keyboards or wish to use ours and whether they wish to be DI'd or Amped.

· Do not  bring along Mikestands or Musicstands!
· Gear storage -all gear to be stored in the allocated band storage bays backstage.

Band members signed-up to Facebook are urged to do the following:
