WW STAGE & SOUND RULES

GEAR

WWC provides the Backline Gear - PA, Mics, Guitar Amps, Bass Rig, Keyboards, Drumkit, Guitar Leads, Guitar Stands and Music Stands.
Musicians provide their Own Instruments -Guitars, Bass Guitars, Wind Instruments ,etc.
Additional Backline Gear -Musicians wishing to provide additional  backline gear such as Keyboards, Amps, Drum add-on bits, Mikes, etc., must inform  the Events Manager when registering the band for the gig.
STAGE
WWC prides itself on running a tight and efficient schedule on stage, free of delays, we are there to entertain the audience, we want them back for more.
· Be prompt in setting-up on stage, if your band causes a delay on stage, you're set list will be shortened to suit the delay, if the delay is caused by the Stage Crew or their equipment, you will be allocated extra time to complete your set list.  

· Guitarists must tune-up backstage and also be familiar with the amp settings prior to performing, this can be done during set-up time. 

· Drummers may provide their own symbols, hihat, foot pedal/s, stool and snare. It is preferable to have items attached to their stands prior to going on stage.
· Keyboardists must inform the Events Manager as to whether they're supplying their own keyboards or wish to use ours and whether they wish to be DI'd or Amped.

· Do not  bring along mike or music stands!
· Gear storage -all gear to be stored in allocated space backstage.

WW GIG PUBLICITY
All Members are encouraged to assist in publicising WW events, this can be done as follows:

WEBSITE
Gig posters are downloadable from our website at www.sawarriors.org.au "Gigs Guide" page. 

FACEBOOK
Band members signed-up to Facebook are urged to do the following:
1.Logon to our WW FB invite page (Specific invite pages are set up for major gigs) 
2.Click on to "Invite People to Come" (just beneath the profile poster), an "Invite Friends" page will open listing all of your FB friends.
3.Invite your friends to come along by clicking on to their profile pic, should you be unable to click on to a pic then that indicates that that friend has already been invited via another source.
4.Press "Send Invitations", once done, these invitees will appear on the event invite page and they in turn inform us as to whether they are able to attend or not.
5.Lastly, before closing the invite page, click on to "Share +" this will send the invite poster on to your FB profile page and in turn gives a direct link back to the event's page. The same procedure can be followed to have the poster transferred on to your Band's FB page.
6.Bands are encouraged to advertise collectively via the above process rather than setting up  FB invite pages separately, the advantage in this is that the your band will be more widely exposed.
