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WMA MEMBERSHIP CATEGORIES

A. PASSIVE MEMBERSHIP

1    On completion of a Weekend Warrior Program (WWP) all
      participants become members of the Warrior Music Association of
      South Australia Inc. (WMA).
2    Prior to the WWP concert, participant's names and details are
      passed on to the WMA. On completion of the Round a member-
      ship card is issued to each participant.
3    The membership fee of $25 per participant is transferred from

                 WWP to the WMA.

B. FULL MEMBERSHIP

1. All warriors who have completed a WWP Round prior to Round 9,
and who have not previously joined the WMA, are eligible to qualify
for Full Membership.

2. The membership fee is $25 p.a.

C. ASSOCIATE MEMBERSHIP

Any person who has not completed a WWP Round is eligible to join
the WMA as an Assoc.Member of which there are two categories:

1. Non –Performing Associate.Member  -may participate at every level
of the association except perform musically. Have full voting rights.
The Assoc.Membership fee is $16.50 p.a.

2.   Performing Associate Member – may perform in a band (see band
      ratio table below)but not as a solo performer. Have no voting rights.
